To: All Year 11 GCSE ICT Students

All of you should now have received a booklet outlining the tasks of Activity 3 of  your controlled assessment which is to start w/c 23rd January 2012, and have had this explained by your ICT teacher in a session on Monday 12th December 2011.

On the run up to your controlled assessment there will be lunch time and after school drop in sessions for anyone who is unsure or confused about any aspect of the controlled assessment to get help. Please make sure that you do use them if you are stuck on anything as this controlled assessment goes towards 60% of your final GCSE grade.

In the mean time you should be making sure that you are completing the outside of lessons research and preparation for your controlled assessment so that you are using the 12 hours for Activity 3 wisely. The outside of lesson research you could be doing, in case you have forgotten is: -

DEMO VIDEO

· Decide what demo you will do for your video based on the three you chose for the event.

· Decide and roughly plan out a storyboard of what you want to happen and when – this will make it easier when you come to create the storyboard from scratch in the controlled assessment.

· Collect the materials needed to produce the demo and decide and take at least 2 photos yourself, bring these into school to be uploaded onto Server O.

· Film or take images of the demo taking place, bring these into school to be uploaded onto Server O.
DISCOVERY BOARD

· Plan what the discovery board will look like, you need to draw out exactly what you want each one of the (6) screens of the discovery board to look like, colour in.
· Get your designs scanned in (before the controlled assessment) and paste them into your Discovery board design document (this can be accessed from the CAB).
· Annotate some ideas and notes underneath the drawings – these will help you when you need to type them up in the controlled assessment.
· Produce a rough flowchart explaining how each of the screens will link together – there are examples in your pack!

· Find and create the images you want to use in your controlled assessment save them as appropriate file types in your Activity 3 folder – make a note of where you have collected from them to put into your sources table.
· Write down a description/definition of Upcycling which will be displayed on one of the screens.
The more out of lesson prep you can do then then more organised you will be and the less time you will waste!
